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PEDAGOGY

Teaching liferature in classrooms develops the students’ ability to appreciate and enjoy a wide range of literary
or creative texts and other related cultural forms.

The five genres of literature that the students should be familiar with are Poetry, Drama, Prose, Non-fiction,

and Media.

The aim should be to develop their capacity for critical thinking, creativity,:self-expression, personal growth,
empathy and cultural understanding, to visualize the impressions created by different literary pieces and to

enhance their awareness of the relationship between literature and society.

Poetry is often considered the oldest form of literature. Before writing was invented, oral stories were
commonly put into some sort of poetic.form to make them easier to remember and recite. Poetry today is
usually written down, but i still sometimes performed. Poems are heavy in imagery and metaphor, and are

often made up of fragments and phrases rather than complete, grammatically correct sentences.

Drama is a unique tool to explore and express human feelings. Drama is an essential form of behaviour in all
cultures; it is a fundamental human activity. Ancient Greeks were masters in writing and enacting drama on
the stage Any text meant to be performed rather than read can be considered. In layman’s terms, dramas are

usually called plays.

-

Prose is a form of language that exhibits a grammatical structure and a natural flow of speech, rather than a
rhythmic structure as in traditional poetry. The common unit of prose is purely grammatical, such as a sentence
or paragraph. The most typical varieties of prose are novels and short stories, while other types include letters,

diaries, journals, and non-fiction.

Non-fiction includes histories, textbooks, travel books, r;ewspapers, self-help books, and literary criticism.
Most of what students practice writing in the classroom is the non-fiction essay, from factual to personal to

persuasive. Non-fiction is often used to support and expand students’ understanding of fiction texts.

Media plays a significant role in keeping the students updated about the various events around the world.
Media includes television, radio, newspapers, internet, social media sites and various relevant sites and blogs.

The main purpose of medid is to disseminate the information and knowledge. This categorization was created

to encompass the many new and important kinds of texts in our society today, such as movies and films, -

websites, commercials, billboards, and radio programs. Media literature can serve a wide variety of

purposes—among other things it can educate, entertain, advertise, and/or persuade
